Traveling to the CCM
Rosengarten, Mannheim
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By car

From the A6 or Ag take the exit for Mannheim-Mitte (center) at the Mannheim
or Heidelberg junction. Follow the A656 towards Mannheim-Mitte (center), past
the Planetarium and Museum fir Technik und Arbeit, along the Augustaan-
lage, Friedrichsplatz, Wasserturm (water tower) to the ccm.

Parking for shareholders

There is parking for 1,400 vehicles in the car parks at the Congress Center Mann-
heim and the Dorint Kongress Hotel. These are the only two car parks that offer
free parking for shareholders.

By train

Mannheim is a main ice station. The Rosengarten is just 5 minutes away on
foot (follow signs for the town center), or you can travel from the station by
tram to the Congress Center (tram numbers 3 and 5).

By air

You can travel directly from Frankfurt Airport to Mannheim by train (ice, 31
minutes). A Lufthansa shuttle bus drives every hour between the Lufthansa
Terminal Mannheim and the airport. You can also fly directly to Mannheim
City-Airport.
